Reading Techniques


Reading Techniques – In order to make reading meaningful readers should actively visualize what they read and make connections.
1. Visualize
A. When you visualize, you are using the words on the page to create a picture in your mind. 
B. Nonfiction or informational texts 

(i) visualize the location, events and key people

(ii) picture the flow of events as though you are watching a movie

(iii) picture how the events are connected

(iv) use images that accompany a text to help you visualize

C. In fiction or narrative texts

(i) imagine the appearance of the characters, setting and action

(ii)  pay attention to the emotional tone of the words – tone can help “colour” your      

       Visualization

       (iii) use descriptive words to add detail to your visualization

2. Make Connections

When you make connections to the text you are making links from the text to what you already know. These connections help you understand what you read. 

a. Text-to-self connections (reminds you of your connections)

b. Text-to-text connections (reminds you of other texts)

c. Text-to world connections (reminds you of facts you already know)

d. Disconnect – how the text may conflict with what you already know

e. Value of connections – do they help you understand what you are reading?
