Types of Question (You should ask yourself questions when reading. You should ask these three types of questions)
1. Literal or “On The line” – asks about information stated directly in the text.

How many wheels does the Uno have? (find answer in the text)
2. Inferential or “Between the Lines” – asks about what is implied as well as stated directly

In the story it stated that the creator of the Uno made a deal with the Dragons. You have to infer that the deal was made with all five.

What can you infer about Ben’s character from his achievement? (using prior knowledge and cue from the text to answer questions)
3. Evaluative or “Beyond the Lines” – asks about ideas in the text, drawing on the text and your own ideas. You are making a judgement or expressing an opinion.

Do you think Ben will create more things?

Do you think the Uno is a good idea?
